GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT AJARA KPATKAA MHOOPMALUA Ob AAXKAPUU
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POPULATION

There are 342 populated units in the territory of the Autonomous Republic including: the cities of Batumiand
Kobuleti; seven small towns: Makhinjauri, Chakvi, Ochkhamuri, Keda, Khelvachauri, Shuakhevi, Khulo; and 333
villages. Changes within the ethnic composition of the Ajara population occurred during the 19th — 20th centuries
when Armenians, Russians, Greeks and Germans settled here from abroad or inland provinces of the Russian
Empire. Today ethnic minorities comprise 16% of the local population with the majority being ethnic Georgians
(82%).

NATURE - GEOGRAPHY

The Ajara Autonomous Republic is situated in southwestern Georgia along the Black Sea coast. It borders
Turkey and the Shavsheti Range on the south, the Meskheti Range on the north; the Arsiani Range on the east and
the Black Sea on the west. The Meskheti, Arsiani and Shavsheti Ranges create a very interesting geographicrelief of
Ajara.Their average height is 2000-2500 m. The highest peak in Ajara is Mount Kanli (3007 m) in the Arsiani Range.
The beautiful Goderdzi Pass (2025m) is on the same range as well. Deciduous as well as coniferous forests of Ajara
highlands create unforgettable views on the mountain slopes.

The total area is nearly 3,000 sq/km constituting approximately 4 percent of Georgia. The Ajarian coastline is
57 km long. The following seaside resorts and resort places are situated alongside the coast: Pichvnari, Kobuleti,
Bobokvati, Chakvi, Tsikhisdziri, Mtsvane Kontskhi (Green Cape), Makhinjauri, Batumi, Gonio, Kvariatiand Sarpi.

CLIMATE

The climate in Ajara is subtropical, meaning mild winters and hot summers. The Black Sea coastline is humid
compared with highland municipalities. Mountainous places are distinguished by considerable snowfall
sometimes reaching several meters. The temperature in summer reaches 22-24°C on the plains and 17-21°Cin the
higher elevations. Winter low temperatures in Batumi are 4-6° C whereas in highland municipalities they only reach
3-2°C.

Batumi is distinguished by a seacoast humid subtropical climate. Winters are cold, without snow and
summers are warm to hot. The average annual temperature is 14,5° C: 7,1° C in January and in 23,2° C in August.
Annual precipitation is 2560 mm. Relative humidity is 81%. There are frequent showers. It rarely snows but melts
very soon. The average annual water temperature is 17° C at the shore. Cool breezes blowing from the sea
moderate the temperature in the summer. A small natural lake is located in Batumi in the 6 May Park. Various types
of subtropical plants are spread throughout in Batumi and its vicinities. There are many cultivated parks, tea
plantations and citrus plantations. Indigenous Colchis natural trees and shrubs have still been preserved in
selected areas around the region.

PROTECTED AREAS

The total area of the protected territories in Georgia is 520,272.85 hectares comprising 7% of the total
territory of the country. 75% of the protected areas are covered with forests. According to IUCN categories, at
present there are 16 Strict Nature Reserves, 10 National Parks, 18 Managed Nature Reserves, 24 Natural
Monumentsand 2 Protected Landscapes in Georgia.On the territory of Ajara there are 4 protected areas.

KOBULETIPROTECTED AREAS

Ispani Sphagnum Peatlands - Approximately 30 km from Batumi, this protected area stretches over 770
hectares and comprises the Kobuleti Strict Nature Reserve (Ispani I) and Kobuleti Managed Nature Reserve (Ispani
I1). It represents a unique percolation-type wetland of international RAMSAR Convention importance and is
considered as wet area for wintering birds.

Ispani Wonders - Sphagnum Dome - The most inviolable live sphagnum peatland of the world lies less than
300 m from the coast in Ajara. This mossy plant appears to be a seeming lake over the soil surface covered with 25-
45 cm sphagnum like a blanket that is never covered with water. Together with Sphagnum (a unique and sensitive
moss against environmental pollution), water creates a completely smooth dome without any hillocks. The dome
israisedin4-5mover the surroundings.

KintrishiProtected Areas

The beautiful Kintrishi Valley lies 55 km from Batumi. The valley is located between Tskhemlovani and Khino
mountains at 2,500 m above sea level and comprises 13,893 hectares. Most of the territory is occupied by
mountains and gorges. The main area is covered with forest. Here flow the rivers Kintrishi and Kheknara. Caucasian
triton - the aquatic species included into the Georgian“Red List” - can only be found in the oval lake of “Tbikeli”in
the Kintrishi Gorge. The Reserve is rich in such species of the Colchis flora as: Eastern beech, chestnut, Eastern
spruce, Medvedev birch, black alder, elm, ash, Caucasian persimmon, mountain maple, relict rhododendron
ungernii, etc.

The Colchis box-tree - Bucsus colchica - represents a valuable flora species of Kolkheti. Taxus baccata - yew-
tree — the ancient species of the tertiary period is also included into the“Red List” of Georgia. In terms of fauna, the
following animals can be found in the Kintrishi Protected Area: chamois, roe, bear, jackal, wolf, lynx, marten,
badger, squirreland many others.

Mtirala National park

Mtirala National Park is located in the most western part of the Ajara-Imereti range, on the Kobuleti-Chakvi
ridge, covering 15,806 hectares. At 1381 m above sea level, it is the rainiest territory in Georgia, hence the name
“mtirala” meaning “weeping.” The park remains a protected site for Colchis flora and fauna including rare and
endangered endemic and relict species. Here you can find the registered plants of 284 species, 202 genera and 68
families. 16 species are endemic ones.The fauna of the Mtirala National Park is represented by 95 species. 23 animal
species are included into the Red List of Georgia. The rare relict endemics are: Pontic oak (Quercus pontica),
Medvedev birch (Betula medwedewii), Rhododendron (Rhododendron ungernii), epigea (Epigaea gaultheriodes),
Colchis box-tree (Buxus colchica), Colchis bladdernut (Staphylea colchica), yew (Taxus baccata), common chestnut
(Castanea sativa), Colchis nut (Corylus colchica), and walnut tree (Juglans regia).

The following are included in the Red List of Georgia: lynx, brown bear, Caucasian squirrel, Caucasian
salamander, Caucasian adder and the butterflies - Apollo and Caucasian festoon. Among the relatively bigger fowl
there are small eagles, kites, hawks, etc.

Machakhela national park is located within the administrative borders of the Khelvachauri and Keda
municipalities in the Machakhela gorge. The territory represents the part of the ecological corridor connecting
Western Georgian protected areas (Mtirala National Park and Kintrishi Protected Areas) and North Turkish
protected areas (Jamil Biosphere Reserve) with each other.

Caucasian bees, brown bears, Caspian snowcocks, Caucasian salamanders, yew, Chorokhi oak, rhododendron
ungerii, Lazianiris can all be seen in the territory of Machakhela National Park.

NATURALTREASURES

Botanical Garden

Apart from protected areas, other natural treasures are also abundantly found in Ajara. The Batumi Botanical
Garden is particularly remarkable among them. The Botanical Garden is located near the “Mtsvane Kontskhi”
(Green Cape). The garden was the brainchild of the prominent Russian botanist and physical geographer Andrey
Krasnov, who established it to showcase local flora in hopes of improving the economics of the region. Unique
characteristic of Batumi Botanical Garden is that plant species from completely different climatic and landscape
zones grow togetherin harmony, for example, the Canary Palm and Japanese Sakura (cherry tree).

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Green Lake (“MtsvaneTha”)

Tourists are particularly attracted by the beautiful lake located in the northern part of the Arsiani Range (Khulo
Municipality). The local population callsit“Mtsvane Tba, or Green Lake. It is situated between huge mountainsand
is surrounded with spruce and beech trees. The lake is nourished by ground waters. Clear and transparent water is
slightly mineralized and tourists can tasteit on the spot.

Goderdzi Petrified Forest

Goderdzi Petrified Forest is situated on the Goderdzi Pass, 1600-2100 m above sea level. It is also called a flint
forest. This unique monument of nature is charged with a significant role in inspiring international geological
educational and scientific expeditions.

Coastal Sand Dunes

Ajarais rich in endemic, relict and habitat species that are protected under the Emerald Network and Nature
2000 for the European Union. The fact that they are under threat of extinction throughout the whole Europe
speaks to the significance of each of them. South Kolkheti still preserves dune and dune plants to this day. Itis alive
monument of nature andisincluded into the Kobuleti Protected Areas under this status.

The following species of Emerald Network and Nature 2000 grow here: sea daffodil (Pancratium maritimum),
sea holly (Eringium maritimum), sea rocket (Cakile euxina), sea poppy (Glaucium flaum), sea bindweed (Calystegia
soldanela) liquorices/sweet-root (Glycyrrhiza glabra), etc.

In the Greek sources Colchis is mentioned starting in the
eighth century BCE. The economic basis of the region was agriculture, craft, iron
and gold production and intensive trade relations with the Greek world. In
historical sources the name “Ajara” is first mentioned in the fourth-third centuries
BCE asthe“AjaraGorge!

Christianity arrived in Ajara with Saint Andrew and from there spread all over
Georgia. . In the Middle Ages the Ajara Gorge was one of the centers of Georgian
material culture. Upper Ajara has numerous ancient sites of churches, chapels,
arched bridges and fortresses built mostly in the tenth-eleventh centuries CE
during the period of Georgian Renaissance. After the fall of Constantinople (1453),
the territory of Ajara during three centuries was under the rule of Ottomans.
Despite this fact, the inhabitants of Ajara region managed to preserve their faith,
literature, Georgian language, traditions and wine culture. It is remarkable that the
viticulture was preserved by the Ajarian people by moving itinto forests, proved by
a great number of wine pitchers found there. The region is famous today for its
unique grape varieties including Tsolikauri, Chkhaveri, Izabela, Vaios Saperavi, etc.
After the fall of the Ottomans, Ajara enjoyed development of capitalist relations
that made significant changes in the social-economic life of the region. Batumi
became the biggest city center in the region based on the development of the
harbor, carrying the vast majority of the Transcaucasian export. The famous Nobel
brothers introduced new oil-transit technologies in Batumi. The introduction and
development of the tea and tobacco industries is also connected with the famous
Rothschild and Mantashev families. European architects designed and built much
of the city around the turn of the 20th century and many are still in use today.

CHRISTIAN ORTHODOXY IN AJARA

According to the Orthodox Church, the Virgin Mary selected St. Andrew the First-Called to disseminate
Christianity in Georgia and gave him her icon as a protector. After converting the Trabzon population to
Christianity, St. Andrew, together with Simon of Cana and St. Matthias, introduced Christianity to Ajara.
Simon and Matthias continued their activities in Georgia until their deaths (Simon in Athon and Matthias in
Gonio). Dissemination of Christianity in this region was fostered by the active cultural-economic relations
with the nearby countries. Widespread church construction developed, the remnants of which are still found
today. The first cathedral was built with the name of Archangel in the village of Didachara. Archaeological
excavations confirmed the existence of Christian chapels and churches in almost every settled area. The
formation of ecclesiastical centers started from the earliest days of Christianity: Skhalta in the 4th century,
Petra (Tsikhisdziri) in the 6th century, Khino in the 9th century, and Tbeti in the 10th century. The records of
travelers and researchers visiting Ajara in the 19th century also confirm that Christian shrines were
functioning in almost every village of the medieval Acharistskali Gorge.

An Armenian Apostolic church, a Jewish synagogue, a Catholic church, and the Batumi
mosque as well as mosques in Ajara highland together with orthodox Christian churches and cathedral,
represent cultural and spiritual wealth of the region. Ajara is one of the most religiously tolerant regions in
Georgiaaswell as throughoutTranscaucasia.

At the end of the 19th century, European
Catholics along with their consulates
requested a church in Batumi. Their prayers
were answered in 1897 when the Virgin
Nativity Church was built by the Zubalashvili
brothers. The church was built in the Neo-
Gothic style with three domes. The exterior
partis decorated with Gothic ornaments.There
are statues of St. Nino and St. Andrew above
the main entrance. During Soviet times it was
used for various purposes including an archive
and a high-voltage laboratory. Later the
building was handed over to the Georgian
Orthodox Church. In 1989 the Cathedral was
consecrated by the Catholicos-Patriarch of All
Georgia, His Holiness and Beatitude llia Il
Today the Virgin Nativity Cathedral is the main
cathedral of the Batumiand Lazeti Dioceses.

The church of St Barbara, a great martyr, is located on the territory of the
former military hospital in Batumi.The building of the church began in 1888 under
the direct sponsorship of Emperor Alexander Ill and was completed in 1906.The
church was decommissioned during the Soviet era and was used by military
hospital. On 7 April, 1997, Annunciation day, the restored church was solemnly
consecrated by the Bishop of Batumi and Skhalta Eparchy Dimitri together with
other bishops of the Holy Synod of Georgia.

The Batumi Armenian-Gregorian Church was builtin 1873. In 1885 the original wooden church was destroyed
and a new church was built by local donations under the supervision of the Austrian architect Manfred. The church
also ceased existence during the Soviet rule. A planetarium was opened in the building that saved it from
destruction. In 1992 with the request of the Armenian Diaspora in Batumi, the church regained its previous
functions. The Planetarium was moved to Batumi State University and the liturgical services were resumed in the
church structure.

KVIRIKE MOSQUE

The Kvirike mosque is located in the center of a village by the same name. It was built sometime between
1860-1866 (reports vary) by a Laz master from Arhavi. The mosque is included on the list of Georgian cultural
monuments. It is a wooden building erected over a stone foundation. The poles, rails and banisters are richly
ornamented. The building is surrounded with an open balcony on the ground floor. The Kvirike Mosque is an
excellentexample of the architectural diversity of Ajarian architecture.

The Machakhela Historical-Ethnographic Museum has been functioning in the building of the Chkhutuneti
Mosque since 1984. The Mosque demonstrates two centuries of existence. The first floor of the three-storey
building is built of stone whereas the second and third floors are wooden. With its ornamentation the building is a
museum piece. It wasrestoredin 2012 and some ethnographicitems were added.

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SKHALTA MONASTERY

The region of Skhalta was well advanced in the Middle Ages. The shortest road from Ajara towards Artaani
passed through here. The Skhalta monastery is more or less originally preserved sample of medieval sacred
architecture in Ajara. The main construction of the complex is Skhalta Virgin Church. It is a single-nave hall-type
church. There is no information available about the construction of the church. Traditional reports and artistic
peculiarities connect the construction of the Skhalta Church to Queen Tamar and the middle of the 13th century.
The so called Skhalta Small Church is situated south-west to the church. The distinguished frescoes of the church
belong to the 14th-15th centuries. The decorations are based on centuries-old wall painting traditions as well as
novelties of modern Byzantine wall painting. The frescoes were restored in 1990s.

RELIGIOUS MONUMENTS

The Khinotsminda Church is located in the village of Zemo Khino, on the bank of the Sakiria River.
According to the oral tradition, Queen Tamar once held a feast in this village and the name “khino” was
thus established there. The Khinotsminda church is built on the name of John the Baptist. The
churchyard is surrounded with a cobblestone fence. The church dates back to the 10th-11th centuries.
The history of formation of the Khinotsminda Eparchy is very interesting. It is connected with the
centuries-old history of the Georgian Orthodox Church. There were three ecclesiastical districts in the
Western Georgia - Lazika, Abkhazia and Jikheti included into the Patriarchate of Constantinople.
Historical sources show that it was an Episcopal See. The church ceased existence after the Ottoman
conquest.

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AJARIAN CUISINE

Ajarian cuisineis distinguished by its diversity and cooking technology, table-laying and relevant rituals. It has
always been complemented with fruit, viticulture and bee keeping products as well as local fish. There are almost
150 types of dishes registered in the region. Ajarian cuisine has numerous Asian influences. Dairy products are
prevalent in the Ajarian highlands. The most popular local dishes are: borano (cheese melted in butter), chirbuli
(breakfast with eggs and walnut) and sinori (a dish with cottage curds and dough plates). Ajarian cuisine is
unimaginable without Ajarian khachapuri distinguished first of all by its shape. It resembles a boat while an egg
yolk inside represents the sun. Varieties of local sweet pastry are also famous, especially baklava and shakarlama
(sugar pastry).

AJARIANWINE

Viticulture has been well developed in Ajara since ancient times. Over 80 varieties of local grapes have been
registered. At present about 50 indigenous and introduced species are produced. Ajara produces famous wines
such as “Kedis Tsolikauri” and “Chkhaveri” The total area of vineyards in Ajara is 180 hectares including 70% of
Tsolikauri, 8% of Chkhaveri,and 22% of other varieties.

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Ajara has long taken an active part in Georgia's cultural and economic development. Proof to this are the
remains of fortresses, shrines and arched bridges preserved in the territory. Since Ajara is a coastal region it has
always required strengthening or defensive constructions. Included among these are the Gonio-Apsaros fortress,
and the Petra and Khikhani fortresses. On the eastern entrance to Batumi, on the left bank of the Korolistskali River
stands the Batumi or Queen Tamar fortress. Archaeological excavations are conducted there annually. There are
many late medieval fortresses as well, including Gulebi, Zendidi, Begoshvilebi, Kaviani, and Chkhutuneti. During
the Ottoman rule many churches were destroyed, and the Skhalta Monastery in Khulo is distinguished among
other preserved ones.

After becoming a seaport, Batumi saw a large building boom, including the Virgin Nativity Cathedral (the
former Catholic church), the post office, the seaside boulevard colonnade, the house of architecture, and the
summer theatre. European architects also participated in city planning. The old city is distinguished by two and
three-storey houses differing from one another in architectural style thus making the whole appearance of the city
interesting. The same tendency can be seen in the architecture of modern Batumi. Samples of modern
architecture, including the Alphabet Tower, Hall of Justice, the Radisson Blu Hotel and new apartment buildings as
well as various pieces of sculpture are distinguished by their originality and modernity.

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ARCHED BRIDGES

Ajarian stone arched bridges are significant monuments of ancient Georgian material culture and Georgian
engineering art. They surprise viewers with their small size and precision of construction. According to the latest
research, about 25 of these arched bridges date from the Queen Tamar era in the 13th century. According to
scholars, earlier construction of the bridges is connected to two periods: first the 4th - 6th centuries and second
the 7th - 8th centuries. Strategically convenient locations on the trade-caravan roads required protection and
proper care of the roads.

Dandalo Bridge is located in the village of Dandalo, near the Batumi-Khulo road. The bridge is distinguished
by a thin arch and exquisite proportions. It is built on lime mortar rock of volcanic origin. The piers are erected on a
rock on which scaffold holes have been preserved. The Dandalo arched bridge is one of the best examples of

arched bridges in Georgia.In 2008 restoration was conducted on the bridge.

FURTIO ARCHED BRIDGE

Shuakhevi Municipality, Village Furtio

The bridge isin the village of Furtio, near the source of the Acharistskali River. The bridge formerly connected
the old roads in the Skhaltistskali Gorge to the central roads passing through the Acharistskali Gorge, providing
the shortest caravan road from Ardagani and Akhaltsikhe towards the Black Sea coast. The bridge has suffered
some deterioration.The length of the main part of the bridge is 13.5 m, the width is 2.35 m and the heightis 2.20 m.
Tedo Sakhokia gives an interesting description of the bridge highlighting particular professionalism of the
builders who chose a rocky soil as the foundation of the heads of the bridge. It explains the fact of how this
monument still stands today as remain of the past.

ARCHAEOLOGY

From the archaeological viewpoint, Ajara belongs to the
number of specially interesting eras of human civilization. The
first settlements appeared here during the Paleolithic Age. There
are many monuments from the Neolithic Age along the coastline
as well as in the highlands. These data confirm that transition
from a proprietary economy to a productive and cultural
economy like Ancient East, Balkans, Egypt and China occurred
around the 8th-7th cc BCE.

The Greek myth of Argonauts is connected with the ancient
state unifications of Diaokhi and Colchis. Rich artifacts have been
discovered on the territory in iron metallurgy. Archaeological '
finds show that local settlers made great contribution into the
formation of the Colchis Kingdom in the economic, political and |
spiritual spheres of life. Especially rich materials are found to =
support Greek and Roman trade-economic and cultural
relations. The museum funds preserve unique samples of
pottery, artistic metalwork, jewelry and glassware, as well as local !
and foreign coins.

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CRAFTS

Craftsmanship, agriculture and other fields of production economy have long played a great role in the
economic and public life of Ajara. The main branches of craft were metallurgy and blacksmithing, woodwork and
masonry, pottery, and weaving. According to 19th century data, craft centers were centered in Khulo, Didachara,
Chvana, Mariti, Uchamba, Skhalkta, Machakhela Gorge and Batumi. Various types of farming and household tools
were made of iron and steel, including the scythe, axe, elongated axe, hoe, ploughshare, saw, door-window hinges,
nails, guns and side-arms. Guns and side-arms were specially advanced fields of craft, particularly in Machakheli
Gorge and Kveda Achara, famous for the Machakhela gun.

Wood processing was a well developed craft as well. The Ajarian plank house is regarded as the best sample of
Georgian popular architecture. Interiors and exteriors of the best houses were usually well ornamented. Traditions
of wooden carpentry are well preserved in mosques which are regarded as the excellent examples of material
culture with great artistic and architectural values. Mosque decorations often repeat varieties of Georgian
ornamentsincluding the ones depictedin Christian churches.

Ceramics and pottery used to be among the most ancient and widespread branches of craftsmanship in
Ajara. According to the archaeological finds ceramic traditions were particularly developed in Makhvilauri and
Kobuleti. Apart from clay vessels, long wine pitchers of various capacity and shape as well as construction ceramic
production (tiles, bricks, pipes), earthenware pans were common.

Ajarais a region of Georgia which played a large role in development of the textile industry. ltems connected
with weaving have been found in the ancient site of Pichvnari dating from the pre-antique and antique periods.
According to ethnographic information, the local population was clad in flax, silk, wool and hemp materials.
Clothes made here were distinguished by their originality. Georgian, Russian and European travelers and explorers
paid special attention to the dressing styles of the Ajarian population. Thus, craftsmanship played important part
inthe economicand cultural life of the region.

“Khorumi”and “Acharuli” are famous all over the world. Ajarian traditional clothes are also characterized by their
originality.

The Black Sea littoral, namely the Batumi vicinities and the villages of Khelvachauri and Kobuleti
municipalities form one of the narrowest corridors for migrating birds of prey registering over 1, 000,000 birds
annually. The indicated territories take the third place in the world in birdwatching capacity. It is known as the
“Eastern Black Sea Migration Corridor”. Migrating birds fly from north-eastern Europe, western Caucasus and west
Russian.They are:honey buzzard, kite, small spotted eagle, osprey, small eagle.

The village of Chaisubani is the best place for those wishing to share their interests about ecology and
migration of birds of prey. Apart from birdwatching, you can enjoy picturesque landscape and surrounding forests.
Several paths from here lead to the watching places in the Mtirala National Park. In 2012 the first Birdwatching
festival was held in Ajara organized by the International Organization “Batumi Raptor Count” and Department of
Tourism and Resorts of Ajara. The aim of the festival was to popularize birdwatching in Ajara. Participants were
experts and interested people from Georgia and foreign countries as well. The potentiality of birdwatching in Ajara
was once again confirmed on 3 September, 2012 when according to the data from“Batumi Raptor Count” 179 342
migrating honey buzzards were registered during a day. The figure considerably exceeds the latest figure

confirmed in Israelin 1982 about 124,000 migrating honey buzzards a day. -

Chkhaveri is a rose-grape species. It produces high quality wine ingredient. “Chkhaveri”is
light straw-coloured wine with rose sparkle, extremely delicate and famous for its aroma. The
bunch of grape is cylinder-conical shaped; grain is dark red, thick-skinned, juicy, with sweet taste.
In2011, the“Ajarian Wine House”was opened with the purpose of popularizing viticulture (address:
village Acharistskali, Khelvachauri Region, 20 km from Batumi). Here functions a mini wine-
enterprise, where the famous “Chkhaveri” wine is produced 40-50, 000 bottles per year. New vine

species and collection wines are also produced. Guests have the chance to taste wines produced
from unique vine species, get acquainted with Ajarian cuisine and folklore, to have a walk around
“Chkhaveri” vineyards, and to purchase some local folk souvenirs as well as participate in
winemaking.

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RESORT “GODERDZI”
The resort of “Goderdzi” is located in Khulo municipality 2025 m above sea level. It is a hospitable romantic
place throughout four seasons with best resting opportunities for tourists.

RESORT “GOMARDULI"

The resort of Gomarduli is located 1250 m above sea level. It comprises 5 hotel-type cottages. Each cottage
has 4 rooms with 12 beds. There are 60 places at the resort place now. There functions a 300 m-long skiing track
with a cableroad.

SUMMERRESORT “BESHUMI”

Many residents of the Ajara region go to the mountainous region of Beshumi for summer holidays. Beshumi
lies on the eastern slope of the Arsiani Range, seven km from the Goderdzi Pass, and nearly 2000 m above sea level.
The region is covered by sub-alpine forests and is distinguished by especially clear and fresh air. Since a dense
coniferous forest contributes to the healthy ionization of the air, Beshumiis a particularly good place for those with
chronicrespiratory tract diseases. The resort is open from mid June until early September.There are many cottages
and summer houses available there for visitors. The traditional public festival of“Shuamtoba” is observed here in
mid-August during which horse-racing takes place along with various other events.

INTERNATIONAL FAIR
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Historically Batumi Sea Port has always functioned as the logistic center in the Caucasus. It was the first port
granting the transit country status to Georgia. The announcement of the Batumi Port as “Porto Franco”in 1878
contributed to its further development. Oil was the most decisive factor of the development. At the beginning of
20th century Batumi Port held the leading position along the Black Sea littoral according to its significance and
turnover. It became an international transporting corridor in oil transfer. Since 2006 Batumi Port has been the
member of “MedCruise” - the Association of Mediterranean Cruise Ports. It significantly promotes the
development of cruise tourismin Ajara.

The Government of Ajara takes active partin various international cruise fairs and seminars, namely: Istanbul
winter cruise forum “Seatrade”, international conference in Hamburg “Seatrade Europe Cruise and Rivercruise
Convention®, Miami international fair,Seatrade Cruise shipping convention”, etc. After these events the number
of cruise ships entering the Batumi Port has considerably increased.

A vast choice of casinos is offered to the local as well as visiting
gamblers. Gambling business is legally permitted in Georgia. The development of gambling business was much
fostered by the conference of “Casino Investors” in Batumi participated by about 120 representatives of different
fields (tourism, gambling, etc.) from 25 countries. The conference was of great importance for popularization of
gambling business potential in Batumi as well as future development of casino business. At present, the majority
of casinos in Batumi are located in the buildings of 5-star hotels in Batumi. The recent constructions of high-level
hotels in Batumi point to the development of casino business in Ajara inasmuch as the hotels are the biggest
casino operators.

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HISTORY OF OLD BATUMI

Batumiis one of the oldest cities in Georgia founded as early as BCE. Its initial form — Batus — had already been
mentioned in the 4th century BCE. The name must have derived from the Greek word meaning 'deep'. Aristotle (4th
¢ BCE), Pliny (2nd c CE) and others called the place “Pontus Bathea”. In antique times the local population used to
have active trade relations with the neighboring as well as distant countries. During the reign of the Roman
Emperor Hadrian (2nd c CE) there used to be a Roman military camp on the territory of present Batumi.

Batumi has always been distinguished by favorable natural and strategic location. From 18th century
Batumi was under the Ottoman rule. After the Turkish-Russian war of 1877-1878 and the consideration the Berlin
Treaty Batumi became the inseparable constituent part of Georgia. In 1878-1886 Batumi Port was announced as
“Porto Franco” that fostered the further development of the city. After the construction of Baku — Batumi railway
system (1883), reconstruction of the Batumi port and connection to Baku via pipelines (1897-1907) Batumi became 5
an important sea terminal along the Black Sea littoral. The Caspian Sea oil products were transferred from this '
location to other countries.In 1918and 1920 the city was governed by the Ottomans and the British respectively. .

Interesting historical past has considerably preconditioned architectural diversity of Batumi (a number of IJ
interesting projects were accomplished by European architects during the Porto Franco period). During the soviet 5_%
and post-soviet timesitwas also turned into a popular seaportand tourist city.

BATUMIBOULEVARD

Construction of the Boulevard beganin 1881.The idea of Boulevard belongs to A. 1. Smekalov, governor of the
Batumi District who assigned the accomplishment of the seaside park construction to afamous German gardener
Reseller. During its existence the Boulevard passed through several stages of development. Lately the territory has
considerably increased and today the length reaches 8 km.The colored Dancing Fountains have been functioning
in the Boulevard since 1977. The author of the architectural project of the fountains is a Georgian architect G.
Erkomaishvili.In September, 2008 the city received the renovated fountains.

The coastal line of the Boulevard has been beatified recently with bungalows, café-lounges, restaurants,
children's attractions, modern-design benches, sculptures, new fountains and it has become the most attractive
placefor city visitors.

BATUMILIGHTHOUSE

The history of the Batumi lighthouse begins from 1863, during the
Ottoman rule when the Ottoman lighthouse department built the first
lighthouse near the Turkish prison on the cape. The second lighthouse
was built after the transfer of Batumi to the Russian sovereignty in 1878.
A 21-meter-high lighthouse was constructed by a French (Parisian) firm
in 1882. A year later an optic apparatus was installed on the lighthouse.
The tower of the lighthouse is an octagon stone building resembling a
residential housein shape.

It also
shows meridian, horizon, rise and set of the sun, the moon age and its
real movement round the earth. The moon plays an essential role in the
earth's vital cycle. Therefore, the information gained from the
astronomic clockis interesting and useful as well.

ALPHABETTOWER

Georgian script is unique with its past and present. Among 14
alphabets existing in the world one is Georgian. Georgian people tend
to express their love towards this beautiful symbol of identity in
various works of art. In 2012 a modern architectural construction
dedicated to the Georgian alphabet was erected in “Miracle Park” in
the center of Batumi. Itis a 130-meter-high iron constructionina DNA
shape.The movement within the tower is available only in an elevator
which is a panoramic glass construction. At the top of the Alphabet
Tower there is a rotating restaurant, observatory and TV studio. The
author of the projectis a Spanish architect Alberto Domingo Cabo.

CHACHATOWER

The Fountain Tower, known as the “Chacha” Tower is an exact
copy of the building existing in Batumi at the beginning of 20th
century. In order to attract tourists, Georgian alcoholic drink “chacha”
will pour from the fountain periodically. The total height of the tower
is 25 meters; the main dome is placed over 25 m while the rest of the 4
domes — over 5 m. On the 18th meter of the tower a clock is installed.
The construction is surrounded with 4 basins from where the drink
will flow with the help of specially placed sensory equipment.

A pebble path leads to the Dream Column. However, the road towards it is not easy to pass — it is a labyrinth.
According to the rule, the one who successfully reaches the column through the labyrinth will make his/her
dreamstrue.

BATUMIART AND MUSICCENTER

Batumi Art and Music center is also called an Opera House. The previous building represented an
architectural construction of a social-realistic type. After the rehabilitation activities in 2010-2011 it gained
elements of modern style and became one of the famous sights along the Black Sea coast.

GONIO FORTRESS

Gonio-Apsaros Fortress is located 12 km south to Batumi, on the left bank of the River Chorokhi. One of the
ancient settlements of Georgia was located round this fortress. Gonio-Apsaros Fortress used to have a unique
strategicimportance: it protected the entrances towards the Chorokhi and Acharistskali Gorges which connected
inland regions of south-western Georgia with the Black Sea littoral. It is due to such a strategic location that Gonio
Fortress became a supporting citadel first for the Roman and later to the Byzantium and the Ottomans along the
eastern Black Sea littoral. Respectively, the fortress contains several layers: the Roman layer (3rd-4th cc BCE), the
Byzantine layer (6th-7th cc CE) and the Ottoman layer (16th c CE). The history of Gonio-Apsaros fortress is closely
connected with the myth of the Argonauts. As it is known, it is here that the king Aeetes buried his son Apsaros
killed by fleeing Jason. Mathias, one of the 12 apostles, is also buried here.

THE NOBEL BROTHERS BATUMI
TECHNOLOGICAL MUSEUM

The Nobel Brothers Batumi Techno-
logical Museum was founded in 2007. The
museum is located in the same building
where a century ago the “Batumi Office” of
the Nobel brothers' oilindustry company was
placed. The museum preserves a number of
interesting exhibits depicting economic and
cultural development of old Batumi.

Fascinated by the garden, he planted several
trees in the park together with his family members. Eventually the park was named as “Alexander’s Garden”.
However, the name was changed periodically. Today it is called “6 May Park”. The park combines the following
educational-recreational units: dolphinarium, aquarium and zoological corner, children’s attractions.

Agriculture is the main industry in Shuakhevi. The locals pride themselves on their generosity and hospitality.
Here visitors can experience village life and participate in farming activities. It is possible to taste local dishes
prepared with ecologically pure products, to explore popular activities including wood plaiting, wood work and
masonry, making musical instruments, spinning and knitting.

Floraand Fauna

Khulo is composed of mount-forest and mount-meadow soils. Mostly deciduous and coniferous trees and
plants predominate here. Among the flora representatives the most common are: royal fern, yew, Georgian maple,
chestnut, oak, walnut, Colchis cyclamen, primrose, asp, elm, etc. Khulo is also rich in fruits and medicinal herbs.
Fauna are represented by Caucasian deer, Caucasian brown bear, eagle, francolin, Caucasian snowcock, Asia Minor
triton and Caucasian salamander.

Green Lake: Located in upper Ajara near the Goderdze Pass, the locals call it “Mtsvane Tba” - Green Lake. Set
between two big mountains and surrounded by spruce and beech forests, this beautiful lake is fed by ground
waters.Together with mountains reflected in the lake, this site creates an unusual tranquil and idyllic scene.

History of Khulo: Early Christian Roots

“Kartlis Tskhovreba,” the oldest source of Georgia history, has preserved a very interesting and significant fact,
this being that after the Ascension of Christ, St. Mary chose the apostle Andrew to disseminate Christianity in
Georgia (the country of her patronage) and gave him her icon as a guardian. After converting the local Trabzon
population to Christianity, St. Andrew established a church structure in Ajara together with Simon the Canaanite
and Mathias. He rested the icon of the Virgin in the village of Didachara and built the first church there with the
name of Archangel. One of the stones read as follows: “Here the first apostles of Christ — Andrew the First-Called,
Simon the Canaanite and Mathias — built the first Christian Church in Georgia. The locals call this place Mount
Tarangilo (Archangel).
